According to Scott, the Dodge Intrepid did pass the State of Michigan’s safety standards and the State of Wisconsin has approved this vehicle.  Under separate is a copy of the note from Loris Boatman.

As you know, there has been an ongoing concern about the safety of the Ford Crown Victoria and rear-end crashes.  Ford Motor Company announced on Friday, September 27, 2002 that they would be providing a package upgrade for model year2 1992 through 2003.  The upgrade package includes: 1) Shields for rear axle components, 2) A shield for the differential bolts in the center of the rear axle and 3) Shields for each fuel tank strap.  The upgrade package will be available during the week of October 21, 2002.  To obtain more information about the Crown Victoria Police Inceptor (CVPI) Technical Task Force and to register for the upgrade package, go to www.cvpi.com.  

There was an inquiry about Ford installing fuel safety bladders.  Per a news article, Ford Motor Company has been unable to test the bladders, as they have been unable to receive them from the company who manufactures them.  Ford also addresses this issue under Frequently Asked Questions located on the website www.cvpi.com.  

Since this is an extension of last year’s bid, we will not be sending out a formal bid.  If you wish to purchase any of the vehicles, submit your purchase order/contract to Ewald.
