RE:  Targets & Ammunition

Dear V.A.L.U.E. Participants:

As I previously indicated, it was my goal to put together a work group to review the State of Wisconsin’s ammunition bid and the V.A.L.U.E. bid to see if perhaps it would better serve us to participate in the State’s contract.

The workgroup consisted of volunteers (who I thank very much for their help and expertise) from the following agency’s law enforcement divisions:  City of Milwaukee, City of Wauwatosa, Washington County and Waukesha County.  At the time of our meeting, I had already been told by the State that they would be extending their contract for at least one more year.  Based on that and based on a review and comparison of the bids, the following was decided:

· V.A.L.U.E. would extend its current bid to co-terminate with the State’s bid (6/30/05).  All vendors agreed to extend, however, TJ Conevera’s had minor price increases on Bid Items 14, 33 and 36.  The revised bid tabulation is posted reflecting the new pricing.

· V.A.L.U.E. would also provide a copy of the State’s bid tabulation and terms and conditions for ordering to all V.A.L.U.E. members for their review and for use where beneficial.  These documents have also been posted.

· We would meet again as a group in June and attempt, where feasible and practical, to provide some sort of standardized list and distribute that to V.A.L.U.E. members to obtain their requirements.  If you have any law enforcement personnel who wish to participate in the June meeting, please have them send me an e-mail and I’ll be sure to notify them of time date (cgreco@waukeshacounty.gov).  Once the information is gathered, it will be forwarded to the State, who has agreed to re-bid the ammunition in 2005.

Now, please keep in mind that just because we are going to be providing you with a more “standardized” list to obtain your requirements, this will not prohibit you from writing in other items needed.  Keep in mind, however, that I will only forward to the State any requirements that total at least 5 cases per year; i.e. total quantity across agencies – not just your agency.  I will, of course, notify you of any items you will need to bid/obtain on your own.
