SNOW PLOW BLADES/CUTTING EDGES

ANY REQUESTS FOR CHANGES, CLARIFICATIONS, ETC. MUST BE SUBMITTED TO WAUKESHA COUNTY PURCHASING DIVISION IN WRITING AT LEAST FIVE WORKING DAYS PRIOR TO BID OPENING.  REQUESTS RECEIVED AFTER THAT TIME WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED.

ANY CHANGES MADE AS A RESULT OF A WRITTEN REQUEST WILL BE ISSUED VIA A BID AMENDMENT TO ALL PROSPECTIVE BIDDERS AND IF NECESSARY, AN EXTENSION WILL BE MADE TO THE BID OPENING DATE.  AMENDMENTS WILL BE POSTED TO THE WAUKESHA COUNTY PURCHASING WEBSITE (https://purchasing.waukeshacounty.gov ).  BIDDERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR CHECKING THIS WEBSITE FOR ANY FUTURE AMENDMENTS, ETC., PRIOR TO THE OPENING DATE.  ALL AMENDMENTS MUST BE ACKNOWLEDGED ON THE SIGNATURE PAGE IN THE SPACE PROVIDED.  BIDDERS WHO DO NOT ACKNOWLEDGE THE AMENDMENTS MAY HAVE THEIR BIDS REJECTED.  IF YOU ARE UNABLE TO ACCESS THE INTERNET, CONTACT THE BUYER LISTED FOR A HARD COPY.

General:  It is the intent of this specification to describe the minimum requirements for plow blades/cutting edges and miscellaneous items for participating V.A.L.U.E. agencies as identified herein.  All items, details of construction, services or features not specifically mentioned which are regularly furnished in order to provide those items described in the Invitation to Bid shall be furnished at the bid price and shall conform in strength, quality and workmanship to that usually provided by the practice indicated in the Invitation to Bid.

Bid Modifications:  The Waukesha County Purchasing Division has the sole authority for the modification of this specification and/or bid.  Information provided verbally by any County official or other agency shall not be considered binding or relevant.

Award Authority:  The Waukesha County Purchasing Division will be the sole judge of the quality and suitability of the equipment, materials and/or services offered in its determination of the successful bidder.  Award may be made in the aggregate or by item to the lowest responsible, responsive bidder who complies with the specifications and can meet the delivery requirements.

State Sales Tax/Federal Excise Tax:  Bids should not include Federal Excise and Wisconsin Sales Taxes, as the County is exempt from payment of such taxes (State Statute No. 77.54(9a))

Funding:  All purchases are contingent upon the participating agency having sufficient funds to purchase the quantities specified.

Cancellation:  Waukesha County and/or the participating agency reserves the right to cancel this contract upon thirty days written notice if vendor deviates from the requirements of this bid/specification.

Waukesha County's Responsibilities: Participating Agencies will be notified by the Waukesha County Purchasing Division of award(s) and will be provided with the vendor's name, contact, the applicable pricing and the guidelines for the contract.

Successful Bidder Responsibilities:  The successful bidder shall not deliver until such time as a purchase order is received.

All invoices are to be mailed to the address shown on the Purchase Order.  Failure to do so may result in delay of payment.

Payment/Invoicing:  There are some Agencies whose preference is to pay for goods on a credit card.  Indicate in the pricing document whether you will accept MasterCard for payment purposes.  Vendors should note how many days after receipt of invoice that payment must be processed to accept the credit card.  Please keep in mind that we will not process payment until/unless goods have been received (or accepted if applicable).
If you are unable to accept credit card, payment will be made within 30 days. Vendors who wish to quote a discount for early payment may do so by noting the discount in the Payment Terms on page 1 of the pricing document; for example - 1%/10 days = a 1% discount for payment made within 10 days.  Discounts will be considered when evaluating costs.  

Note: To avoid delays in payment, vendors should be sure to mail the invoice to the "Bill to" location as noted on the Purchase Order.  The Purchase Order number must be reflected on the invoice and you may not bill for more than one purchase order per invoice.

	Technical Requirements for Tungsten Carbide Insert Blades, Flat, Pre-punched:
Blade shall be flat rolled finished A36 or 1020-type steel.  A groove for the carbide inserts shall be milled in the center of the blade edge.  Inserts of a high shock WC grade of tungsten carbide with a minimum of 11% cobalt content shall be brazed into grove.  Brazing shall be on all sides with no voids.  Brazing material shall be a high strength alloy type with minimum shear strength of 30,000 PSI.  Each blade section shall contain inserts equal to the length of the blade section.  The difference between the highest and lowest tip point must not exceed 1/32” on any given blade assembly.

Finished blade sections shall be free of warping and longitudinal deviation not to exceed 1/16” in a 4’ blade section.

	Punching Requirements for Cover Blades and Carbide Insert Blades:
Unless otherwise specified by the agency, punching shall be 11/16” square holes with countersink to receive 5/8” diameter plow bolts. Center of holes shall be in line with 1/32” of established centerline.  All holes shall be 1-1/2” down from top of blade section.  Spacing of punching shall be 3” from each end, followed by 6” from each end with all additional holes at 12” intervals after the six” spacing.  NOTE:  All holes shall be properly shaped and there shall be no rough edges.  Product will be returned at no cost to the agency to correct any problems with bolting.
