BIDDERS ARE CAUTIONED NOT TO CHANGE ANY OF THE TERMS OR CONDITIONS IN THE BID AND/OR SPECIFICATIONS WITHOUT THE WRITTEN APPROVAL OF THE PURCHASING DIVISION.  ANY UNAUTHORIZED CHANGES WILL CONSTITUTE A COUNTER OFFER AND WILL SUBJECT THE BID TO REJECTION. 

GENERAL:  It is the intent of this specification to describe the minimum requirements for a blanket purchase order agreement for bagged and liquid de-icing chemicals, and water softener salt.  All items shall be furnished by the successful bidder at the bid price and shall conform in the quality of material and workmanship to that usually provided by the practice indicated in this specification.

AWARD AUTHORITY:  The Waukesha County Purchasing Division will be the sole judge of the quality and suitability of the materials and/or services offered in its determination of the successful bidder.  Award will be made by item, or in the aggregate to the lowest responsible, responsive bidder(s), inclusive of delivery costs and acceptable delivery schedule who comply with the specifications.

FREIGHT INCREASE:  If there is a freight increase prior to delivery of the product, the additional increase must be at the dealer's expense.

Pricing:  This contract is for the period October 1, 2008 thru September 30, 2009, and may be extended for two additional one-year periods by mutual consent.  

Pricing must be firm for the first 6 months of the contract and is to include the cost of delivery.  This contract may be extended for two (2) additional one-year periods at the discretion of the County subject to escalation/de-escalation every six (6) months, as follows:  
Escalation:  An increase in pricing for extensions to this agreement may be considered if the contractor can provide supporting documentation from the manufacturer of an increase in contractor’s costs.  Increases in overhead or profit will not be allowed.  In no event shall the percentage of increase exceed the allowable percentage change based on the Producer Price Index (PPI), Industry: Other basic inorganic chemical mfg, Product: Other basic inorganic chemical mfg, as published by the Bureau of Labor Statistics (http://www.bls.gov ) or 5%, whichever is less. The base price to be used to determine the percentage of change will be the most recently published index at time of bid opening.

As per the example below, if the bid opened in September, 2007 and the most recently published index at that time was August, 2007, the base price would be 161.8.  To allow for the 30 day notice required as noted below, the index used for the first allowable price increase would have been 172.9 (February, 2008) so the calculation would be as follows:

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De-Escalation:  Any decreases to contractor’s costs should be reflected in the pricing for extensions to this agreement.   

No additional costs will be allowed, including but not limited to, minimum order quantities, overhead, fuel surcharges, etc.

NOTE:  Contractor is responsible for submitting price requests including supporting documentation, a minimum of 30 days prior to the date the price increase is allowed.  No increases will be allowed without the proper supporting documentation and only upon notification of approval via the receipt of either a change order to the existing purchase order or a new purchase order.  
Continuation beyond 12/31 of any year is subject to appropriation of funds by the proper officials from each participating agency.

ADD-ONS:  Waukesha County reserves the right to add, delete or acquire other types of products and supplies that the vendor can supply that are similar to, but not specifically called for, in this bid.  The procedure for such acquisitions shall be as follows:

Waukesha County will send the vendor a letter requesting pricing for the items(s) to be added.  The vendor, within three working days, should respond in writing and include the bid number, contract period and the price for each item requested.  Upon receipt, the County shall issue a change order adding the product to the blanket purchase agreement.  The County reserves the right to accept or reject prices and obtain bids on the open market for these add-ons.

PIGGYBACKING:
This commodity has been selected to be made available for use by other units of local government in Southeastern Wisconsin.  These subdivisions include the cities, towns, villages, school and special districts who are member of V.A.L.U.E. in Local Government.  A current list of members is available at www.value4gov.org (select FAQ).  (The use of this contract by other units of government will be optional.) Sales to the above units of government by the Contractor will be optional and will not be considered when determining award, i.e. it is not mandatory to allow other agencies to participate.  
It is to be understood, however, that Waukesha County shall not be responsible for any problems that may arise between any other units of government and the contractor as a result of any sales.  Any resulting contract is solely between the supplier and third party unit of government.  Billings for items purchased under this agreement shall be directed to the governmental agency making the purchase.

CANCELLATION: Waukesha County reserves the right to cancel this contract upon thirty days written notice if vendor deviates from the requirements of this bid/specification.

REJECTED MATERIALS:  The contractor shall promptly take over custody of rejected material at the respective delivery site and make arrangements for disposition of same within three (3) working days.  When contractor fails to pick up within (3) working days, the participating agency may dispose of the material at the contractor's expense.

LIQUIDATED DAMAGES:
General:  If the contractor fails to fully and completely perform the contract within the time designated for the performance thereof, the contractor shall pay the County, as liquidated damages in accordance with the following:

Delivery:  The County may deduct from invoices:
a.
Five (5%) percent of the shipment price shall be deducted for each delivery which arrives at the delivery location outside the maximum delivery time specified and hours of operation agreed and confirmed by the requestor, unless approved by the requestor in writing.

b.
Unsigned tickets will not be approved for payment.  There will be no compensation for the material delivered and the material will remain the property of the County.

SHIPMENT WEIGHT CHECKS:  The County has the right to scale any deliveries to ensure the quantity on the delivery ticket and shall notify the supplier of any discrepancies.  

INVOICING:  Each department shall be invoiced separately for their respective orders.  Invoice amounts shall be supported by legible delivery tickets signed by the department’s representative.  Invoices shall include delivery ticket numbers; the purchase order number; and the name of the trucking firm delivering the material.  Invoices may be adjusted by the County to reflect any liquidated damages and/or any short weights discovered.

Payment: Payment will be made within thirty days after receipt of merchandise, acceptance of same and receipt of a properly documented invoice.  Note: To avoid delays in payment, vendors should be sure to mail the invoice to the "Bill to" location as noted on the Purchase Order.  The Purchase Order number must be reflected on the invoice and you may not bill for more than one purchase order per invoice.  Note: Vendors who wish to quote a discount for early payment may do so by noting the discount in the Payment Terms on Page 1 of the Invitation to bid; for example - 1%/10 days = a 1% discount for payment made within 10 days.  Discounts will be considered when evaluating costs.

Successful Bidder Responsibilities:  The successful bidder shall not deliver or allow for pick‑up of items until such time as a purchase order is received.

All invoices are to be mailed to the address shown on the Purchase Order.  Failure to do so may result in delay of payment.

The successful bidder will release orders only up to the dollar limit of the purchase order and for the period shown on the purchase order.  Delivery of product may occur following purchase order expiration as long as the order was placed prior to the expiration date.

In the event the successful bidder receives an order for items not specifically shown on the purchase order, they must:

a.  Bring it to the immediate attention of the Purchasing Division.

b.  Notify the ordering agency in writing and refuse delivery.

Note:  Payment will not be made for items not specifically shown on the purchase order.

	LIQUID CALCIUM CHLORIDE:

A.
General:  This specification covers calcium chloride in a liquid solution for use as an additive to rock salt for road maintenance purposes.  The commercial designation is liquid calcium chloride.

B.
Applicable Standards/Specifications:  The specifications for calcium chloride as set forth in American Society of Testing and Materials (ASTM) Specifications, Designation ASTM D98-87 shall form a part of this specification.

C. Testing:  The County may test the liquid calcium chloride delivered within two working days after receipt for conformance to specifications.  Liquid calcium chloride, which does not conform to the specifications or contains any foreign matter will be returned to the contractor at his expense.  In this event, the cost of testing shall be born by the contractor.

D. Physical Requirements:

1.  
Solution:  Calcium chloride shall be completely dissolved in potable water to a concentration of 32 percent.
2. Chemical:  Calcium chloride shall conform to the chemical composition of CaCl.

3.          Storage and Transport:  Contractor shall comply with all applicable laws and regulations regarding classification, packaging, shipping and labeling.

	BAGGED DEICING CHEMICALS:

A.  Calcium Chloride:

1.
General:  This specification covers calcium chloride based chemical composition in a solid form and bagged for use as a deicer and snow melter for road and sidewalk maintenance purposes.  The commercial designation is pellet ice/snow melter.

2. Physical Requirements:  Contractor shall submit complete and concise specifications describing the chemical, physical, and active nature of the product bid.  Recommendation of award shall be based upon material specifications and cost.

3.        Chemical: Calcium chloride pellets must contain a minimum of 90% calcium chloride. Calcium chloride flakes must contain a minimum of 74-78% calcium chloride.  Calcium chloride shall conform to chemical composition of CaCl2.

4.
Applicable Standards/Specification: The calcium chloride specifications must meet standards as set forth by the American Society of Testing and Materials, latest version.

5.
Storage and Transport:  Contractor shall comply with all applicable
laws and regulations regarding classification, packaging, shipping and labeling.  When in transit, all chemicals shall be covered with a waterproof covering.  Bags shall not be torn, excessively chaffed or leaking.  Deliveries shall be made on 40 x 48 4-way pallets.

	WATER SOFTENER SALT:

A. General: This specification covers water softener salt bagged for use in water softeners. 

B. Physical Requirements for Pellets: High Purity Evaporated Pellet compressed from vacuum granulated salt incorporating resin cleaning additives, such as rust inhibiter or resin guard, and with a guaranteed minimum of 99.5% sodium chloride and virtually 100% water soluble.  Resin cleaning additives should provide a continuous feed of formula with each resin regeneration, helping to flush accumulated dirt, bacterial and organic residues, and various iron, calcium and silica mineral deposits from the complete softener system.  Typical pellet size dimension being 1" long, 5/8" wide and 3/8" thick, with a typical compacted bulk density of 1.12 g/ml.

C.
Physical Requirements for Solar Salt:

Solar Salt/Utah is produced from saturated brine taken from a Salt Lake.  The brine is impounded in open, shallow ponds where salt crystallizes through slow evaporation by solar heat and wind.  Harvested salt is washed, dried and screened.  Fractional crystallization and washing void much of the inorganic salt impurities present in the lake water.  The salt particles are a mixture of pyramidal crystal aggregates and rectangular fragments.  Appearance is crystalline to white with traces of colored insolubles consisting of various biological residues.

Chemical Analysis: The principal impurity is the completely-soluble gypsum form of calcium sulfate.  Other salt impurities consist of traces of calcium chloride, magnesium chloride and sulfate.  There are no additives.  Chemical Analysis, moisture-free basis is:
