Michigan State Police Vehicle Evaluation Re-testing

To resolve the ongoing controversy over their September brake testing, the Michigan State Police reran the test and the Dodge Intrepid passed the test.  The overall average deceleration rate is 27.40 ft/sec ² and projected stopping distance from 60 MPH is 141.3 feet.  These results are in line with our own internal testing.  The Intrepid has now successfully met all the specifications for the Michigan State Police Vehicle Bid.  Next week the state police will publish the official results and post them on their web site.  Gerry will send out the official results as soon as I receive them.
