The purpose of this addendum is to clarify Page 4, BACKGROUND, of the RFP and the ALS and BLS Transport information provided in Chart 1 – Exhibit 3C as follows:
The 12,139 figure (see Chart 1 – Exhibit 3C) is the historic number of ALS transports by the City of Milwaukee.  The other remaining seven (7) participating cities did about 7,000 collectively for a total ALS transport number of 19,000.  This number has increased, and for 2006 was probably actually closer to 20,000 total ALS transports.

MCEMS (Milwaukee County EMS) and MCPP (Milwaukee County Paramedic Program) are the same entity. 

MCEMS does not do any transports itself.  It contracts with the eight (8) cities to deliver ALS service.  Until December 31, 2006, MCEMS did the billing for all ALS service for the eight (8) participants.  Since January 1, 2007, each entity has been doing its own ALS billing and this is the main focus for this V.A.L.U.E. Cooperative RFP.

It should be noted that the City of Milwaukee is NOT a provider of BLS and the remaining seven (7) participating cities have a combined total of 12,000 BLS transports.

Therefore, a good conservative estimate of the total number of transports is 32,000 (20,000 ALS and 12,000 BLS).
