ANY CHANGES MADE AS A RESULT OF A WRITTEN REQUEST WILL BE ISSUED VIA A BID AMENDMENT TO ALL PROSPECTIVE BIDDERS AND IF NECESSARY, AN EXTENSION WILL BE MADE TO THE BID OPENING DATE.  AMENDMENTS WILL BE POSTED TO THE WAUKESHA COUNTY PURCHASING WEBSITE (https://purchasing.waukeshacounty.gov ).  BIDDERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR CHECKING THIS WEBSITE FOR ANY FUTURE AMENDMENTS, ETC., PRIOR TO THE OPENING DATE.  IF AN AMENDMENT(S) IS/ARE ISSUED, THEY MUST BE ACKNOWLEDGED ON THE SIGNATURE PAGE BY PLACING THE AMENDMENT NUMBER(S) IN THE BOX LOCATED ABOVE THE SIGNATURE AREA.  BIDDERS WHO DO NOT ACKNOWLEDGE THE AMENDMENTS MAY HAVE THEIR BIDS REJECTED.

YOUR BID RESPONSE MAY BE SUBMITTED HARD COPY OR ELECTRONICALLY USING WAUKESHA COUNTY’S WEBSITE AND FOLLOWING THE DIRECTIONS CONTAINED THEREIN.  FAX OR EMAIL RESPONSES ARE NOT CONSIDERED ELECTRONIC RESPONSES AND WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.  IF YOU ARE UNABLE TO ACCESS THE INTERNET, CONTACT THE BUYER LISTED FOR A HARD COPY.

BIDDERS ARE CAUTIONED NOT TO CHANGE ANY OF THE TERMS OR CONDITIONS IN THE BID AND/OR SPECIFICATIONS WITHOUT THE WRITTEN APPROVAL OF THE PURCHASING DIVISION.  ANY UNAUTHORIZED CHANGES WILL CONSTITUTE A COUNTER OFFER AND WILL SUBJECT THE BID TO REJECTION.
GENERAL: It is the intent of this Specification to describe the minimum requirements for the one-time purchase of ammunition by V.A.L.U.E. agencies for their 2009 needs.  All items shall be furnished by the successful bidder at the bid price and shall conform with the quality of material and workmanship to that usually provided by the practice indicated in the specification.

DELIVERY: The price of the ammunition shall include delivery to the agencies specified on Exhibit A.  Vendors are to provide an estimated delivery date to the agency upon receipt of order and to update the agency when/if the delivery time can not be met.
Upon receipt, the participating agencies shall make an inspection and, if ammunition ordered is found not to be in accordance with these specifications, the dealer shall, upon notification, pick up and deliver in accordance with the specifications.  In no event shall this time-frame exceed thirty days from date of notification of non-conformance.

SPECIAL CONDITIONS: Purchases by each participating agency are contingent upon the appropriation of funds by the governing bodies of each agency.  Additionally, each agency reserves the right to adjust their purchase quantities to stay within available funding limits. 
AWARD: Award will be made by item or by group to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder who can comply with the applicable specifications.

FREIGHT INCREASE: If there is a freight increase prior to delivery of the units, the additional increase must be at the dealer’s expense.

CONTRACTING AUTHORITY: Each agency that is a party to this joint bid has authority to issue a contract and/or purchase order, inspect and receive goods, make payments and handle disputes involving shipments to this jurisdiction.

There shall, however, be no obligation under this joint bid for the agencies to contract for the ammunition listed.

STATE SALES TAX/FEDERAL EXCISE TAX: Bids should not include Federal Excise and Wisconsin Sales Taxes, as each agency is exempt from payment of such taxes.  State Statute No. 77.54(9a).

PRICING: Prices are to be quoted cost per round as indicated in the pricing document, for standard round lots and include delivery, fob destination, to the locations noted herein.  All shaded areas in the pricing document must be completed to be considered for the award.  Exception: If you are not bidding on an item, simply enter “NO BID” in the Price per Round column.  Vendors should indicate how long pricing is good for in the event additional orders are required.  
NOTE:  When opening the Pricing Document, review the bottom of the page and note there are multiple tabs; i.e. Bid Instructions, Pistol & Revolver, Rifle, and Shotgun.  To print all pages at once, click on “Entire Workbook” when your print box appears. 
PACKAGING: As specified on the bid form.  Manufacturer’s standard packaging is acceptable.  However, be certain to specify the number of rounds per case.
SUBSTITUTIONS: The vendor must supply items as bid.  No substitutions will be accepted after the award is made. 

PAYMENT/INVOICING:  There are some Agencies whose preference is to pay for goods on a credit card.  Indicate in the pricing document whether you will accept MasterCard for payment purposes.  Vendors should note how many days after receipt of invoice that payment must be processed to accept the credit card.  Please keep in mind that we will not process payment until/unless goods have been received (or accepted if applicable).
If you are unable to accept credit card, payment will be made within 30 days. Vendors who wish to quote a discount for early payment may do so by noting the discount in the Payment Terms on page 1 of the pricing document; for example - 1%/10 days = a 1% discount for payment made within 10 days. “PIGGYBACK PROVISION”:  We prefer this commodity be made available for use by other units of local government in Southeastern Wisconsin, within a 50-mile radius of Milwaukee.  These subdivisions include cities, towns, villages, schools and special districts that are members of V.A.L.U.E. in Local Government.  A current list of members is available at www.value4gov.org (select FAQ).

The use of the pricing provided for the one-time purchase agreement, by the above units of government, will be optional.  Sales to the above units of government, by the contractor, shall be optional.

If the prices offered on this bid will be extended to the above-mentioned governmental units, indicate in the space provided below.  If the prices, terms, or conditions are not the same, include a statement completely detailing the changes.

Any resulting contract is solely between supplier and third party unit of government.  Billings for items purchased under this agreement shall be directed to the governmental agency purchasing these items.

Waukesha County shall not be responsible for any problems, which may arise between other units of government and the contractor as a result of any sales and/or purchases made.

Your response to extending this contract to other agencies will not be considered in making of awards under this bid.

Please indicate in the area provided on the Pricing Document, in the Bid Instructions tab, whether or not you agree to extend this contract to other members of V.A.L.U.E. in Local Government in accordance with this bid.
