Congratulations!  After conducting an in-depth review of the proposals received for the above, the V.A.L.U.E. group has elected to award your company a contract for six (6) years beginning September, 2007 through September 30, 2013.

2. ADPI will provide the equipment listed above, full EMS billing services, web-based and real-time reporting for participating agencies and additional value-added functionality via two local Emerging Business Enterprise (EBE) partners, Abernathy Consulting and Victory Personnel.

3. ADPI will provide EMS state reporting for Wisconsin and required local/city reports as required by participating agencies.

4. ADPI will provide all aforementioned services and products for a fee of 12.95% of the net collections for each participating agency.

5. ADPI will work with all participating agencies to effect changes that can increase results as often as that opportunity is presented by the agencies.
