PURCHASING BID APPEALS PROCESS

APPLIES TO BID PROCESS ONLY – NOT REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS
1.  The appeal must be in writing, and contain the following information and must be received and time stamped in the Purchasing Division within five (5) working days from the date of this letter.

a) The name and address of the protester.

b) Appropriate identification of the procurement, i.e., bid number or contract number.

c) A statement of reasons for the appeal.

d) Supporting exhibits, evidence or document to substantiate any claims unless not available within the filing time in which case the expected availability date shall be indicated.

e) Specify the ruling requested from the Manager of Purchasing.

Letters must be addressed to the signatory and the outside of the envelope should be clearly marked APPEAL.  In order to assure that an appeal will be properly processed, it is the vendor's responsibility to comply with this request.  Any envelope not properly and clearly marked as specified may result in an appeal being invalidated.

Failure of any party to comply expeditiously with the request for information by the Purchasing Manager may result in resolution of the protest without consideration of any information which is untimely filed pursuant to such request.

If the protest cannot be resolved by mutual agreement, the Manager of Purchasing shall promptly issue a decision in writing which shall state the reasons for the action taken.

This decision shall be final and conclusive and a copy of decision shall be mailed or otherwise furnished to the protestant and any other party intervening.
