BRAND/VENDOR OPTIONS:

If a state agency has justifiable rationale to purchase a brand other than the low bid brand, the next lowest vendors' prices are listed by brand.  If a state agency has a requirement for a specific brand that is not the lowest price per round listed, you may order that item from one of the optional awardees.  Document the purchase order file accordingly.

DELIVERY:

Vendors shall make delivery within thirty (30) days after receipt of order.  Vendors shall notify the ordering agency immediately if the scheduled delivery time cannot be met.

DELIVERY TERMS

Orders of five (5) or more cases shall be FOB any Wisconsin destination.  Orders of one to four (1-4) cases shall be FOB shipping point with freight prepaid and added to the invoice.

DELIVERY LOCATIONS:

Vendors are required to deliver to all State of Wisconsin destinations.  Specific locations will be identified on purchase orders.

DEFECTIVE PRODUCT:

If defective ammunition is encountered, it is the responsibility of the vendor to remedy all problems in a timely manner. The state will not be responsible for charges incurred as a result of the defective ammunition. In addition, the vendor will notify the agency representative of the problem and proposed remedy. The agency representative must approve the resolution.

CATALOGS / PRICE BOOKS:
The Vendor is responsible for supplying the most recent price lists/catalogs within 10 days after a request from a state agency.  These catalogs/price books shall incur no additional cost to the State of Wisconsin.  In addition, vendors are encouraged to make their catalog available via the Internet.

PRODUCT DESCRIPTION:

All ammunition must be first run, new manufacture and shall be manufactured and tested under the guidelines and process established by the Sporting Arms and Ammunition Manufacturer's Institute (SAAMI).  All cartridges shall be clean and free of oil, grease or other substances that will hinder the performance of either the projectile(s) or weapon.

PACKAGING:

Manufacturer's standard packaging is acceptable, however number of rounds per case should be specified on the exterior of the package, particularly if different from that identified on the bid.

RIFLE CASINGS:

Rifle casings must be completely of brass unless otherwise specified.  Aluminum is not acceptable.  

MISFIRES:

No more than one misfire per 2,000 rounds

LEAD FREE AMMUNITION

The vendor shall provide a complete list of the components of the cartridge sufficient to determine that the case, primer, propellant, and projectile are lead-free.  Vendor shall submit documentation verifying these claims.  Supporting documentation may include highlighting statements in product literature, providing a Material Safety Data Sheet or providing relevant lab tests.

CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION

The contract will be administered by the Department of Administration's State Bureau of Procurement.  All contact between the vendor and the contracting agency will be through the designated agency representative unless otherwise instructed.  The vendor(s) shall meet with the designated agency representative as requested to resolve problems.  Problems that are not resolved between an agency representative and the vendor(s) will be referred to the Contract Administrator.  The Contract Administrator will inform the vendor(s) in writing of the unresolved issues and the vendor(s) will respond with proposed corrective actions within 10 days of receipt of this letter.  The state and/or the vendor(s) can request meetings to address unresolved contract issues.

REPORTS, RECORDKEEPING, AND RECORD RETENTION:

Every six months the contractor must submit a report (written or submitted via e-mail) indicating sales generated by this

contract.  The report shall list usage by customer, by line item, showing the quantities/dollars generated by this contract.  The report shall be submitted to the Contract Administrator, as referenced in section 2.1 of this request for bid.

The contractor shall establish and maintain adequate records of all expenditures incurred under this contract in accordance

 with generally accepted accounting principles as promulgated by the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants.  

The contractor will be required to maintain records documenting contract performance. The contractor shall furnish report of 

purchases made from contractor quantities shipped and processed, dollar volumes to date per location and any other

information readily available from a contractor.

Duly authorized representatives of the state and the Wisconsin Legislative Audit Bureau shall have the right to audit, review, examine, copy and transcribe any pertinent records or documents relating to any contract resulting from this RFB.  The bidder shall retain all documents associated with this contract for a period of not less than four (4) years after final payment is made.

PAYMENT OF VENDOR

The bidder will be paid after the following has been provided: 

· confirmed receipt of delivered ammunition

· receipt of an invoice that meets the requirements set forth below, and

· completion of all recordkeeping and reporting requirements as appropriate.

Failure to meet contract requirements may result in affected agency or campus withholding payment.

Invoices shall contain complete and accurate information.  Bidder invoices shall be submitted to the state within 30 days of delivery.  All invoices shall be sent to the address specified by the designated agency representative.  All vendor invoice discounts for quick payment must be extended to the State of Wisconsin.

OPERATIONAL PROCEDURES:

These are the operational procedures for placing orders, receipt of orders, and shipping of orders:

· Agencies may place orders directly with one of the vendors

· On receipt of order the vendor shall contact the agency contact to verify pricing and establish an exact shipping/delivery date.

· Shipment shall be made according to the specifications included in this bid and as established in the method of order.
