Leadership Positions

Members of V.A.L.U.E. in Local Government that are in attendance at the annual business meeting will have the opportunity to vote for Chairperson and Treasurer of the V.A.L.U.E. Planning Committee. Bill Kurer, Washington County, has held the Chairperson position for the past year, and JoAnne Jacobson, Port Washington/ Saukville School District, has held the position of Treasurer for the past 6 years. Both have announced their desire to continue serving the V.A.L.U.E. membership in their respective positions. However, if you or another V.A.L.U.E. member would like to serve in either the Chairperson or Treasurer’s position, you must enter a written petition for nomination to the Planning Committee by February 6, 2008 so that you can be included on the ballot for the March 6, 2008 election. 
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The Chairperson and Treasurer of the Planning Committee shall serve as an officer of V.A.L.U.E. for a one (1) year term, but may be elected or appointed to serve more than one term.

· Establish committees and project managers to carry forth the purposes of V.A.L.U.E.

· Develop monthly Planning Committee meeting agendas.
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The duties of the Treasurer include:

· Shall have charge of all funds and assets of V.A.L.U.E.

· Prepare an annual report of the fiscal activities of V.A.L.U.E.

· Responsible for maintaining all financial records of V.A.L.U.E.

Why Crack Seal?
Maintenance departments are under siege trying to keep up with pavement cracks and pothole repairs. Prevention is much cheaper than repair. Research shows that active crack sealing programs are cost effective in extending the life of pavement as opposed to the cost of extensive pavement repairs for streets left unsealed. Traditionally, crack sealing has been low on the priority list, both in terms of funding and time allotments. However, an effective crack sealing program is the single best weapon against pavement failure.

V.A.L.U.E. MEETING MINUTES

DECEMBER 12, 2007

Members Present:  Bill Kurer, Washington County; Roy Hartmann, Washington County; Jim Bembenek, City of Wauwatosa; Robert Barwick, City of West Allis; Vera Butts, Social Development Commission; Dawn Gurda, Milwaukee County; Karen Bollinger, Waukesha County; Barb Weller, City of West Allis; Laurie Dudley, Waukesha School District; and Peggy Watson, Walworth County.

Newsletter:  Bill Kurer thanked and complimented Barb Weller and Roy Hartmann for their work on the newsletter.

Bid Reports/Updates:

Ammunition:  Ammunition has been awarded.  Vendors are Gil Hebard, Lawmen’s & Shooters’ Supply, Ray O’Herron, and T J Connevera’s.  Availability will continue to be a problem.

Crack Sealer:  Current contract expires January 2008.  This may be extended for one year.  City of West Allis is negotiating with current vendors.

EMS Supplies:  The City of Oshkosh initiated a bid that fifteen (15) agencies are currently using.  Robert Barwick will follow up with the City of Oshkosh to verify the bid process used meets V.A.L.U.E. requirements and member could piggyback on the contract.  V.A.L.U.E. did not have anyone to lead this project.

Copy Paper:  Current contract expires 12/31/2007.  Current vendor may not offer government discounts.  Elmbrook School District may not be interested in leading this project again.  Discussion regarding buying paper from office supply bid.  Waukesha School District is interested in continuing copy paper as a V.A.L.U.E. bid.  Waukesha School District is willing to lead this project and will follow up with Elmbrook School District.

Shredding Services:  Current contract expires 2/11/2008.  Waukesha County is looking to extend this contract.

Vehicles, Law Enforcement:  Bids are in.  Waukesha County is getting clarifications.  May be ready to award by the end of this week.

Auction Services:  No update.  Karen Bollinger will follow up with Cheryl Oliva for status.

Road Marking, Paint, Glass Beads:  This is a State contract.   Available only by truckload.  Washington County reported some trouble with orders.

Wireless Voice & Data Airtime, Handheld Devices & Support:  The State has awarded the bid.  US Cellular is the primary vendor for our area.

Ideas for New Bid Opportunities:
HGAC (Helping Government Across the Country):  Robert Barwick presented information on this large cooperative purchasing group based out of Texas.  Membership is free.  Group decided everyone should review information on this organization and be prepared to discuss at the January meeting.  The website is www.hgacbuy.org.

Motor Vehicle Record Checks:  Waukesha School District currently has a need for this service.  Other members present did not indicate a current need.

Dispatch Consoles:  Washington County is looking for existing contracts for dispatch consoles.  Discussion of potential sources followed.

Bill asked members to think about new bid opportunities that could make our lives easier.  He would also like to see us “spread the load” so the same agency is not leading the majority of the bids.  Bill mentioned that the WAPP initiative with DemandStar’s on-line bid posting service may also be helpful to agencies.

Unfinished Business:

Annual Meeting Update:  Review of agenda draft.  January newsletter will include request for nominations for officers.  Discussion was held on associate members.  These are non-voting members who are welcome to attend V.A.L.U.E. meetings and events.  Robert Barwick nominated Susan Connelly; seconded by Jim Bembenek; motion carried.  Robert will look at the by-laws to see if election of associate members needs to be added to the agenda of the annual meeting.  Agenda time slots were adjusted.  Peggy Watson will contact Cheryl Oliva regarding estimated time needed for the presentation on the EMS Billing RFP process.  This presentation is tentatively planned for ½ hour and eliminates vendor presentations.  Robert reported it is probably premature to have a session Dealing with Disasters.  He has a replacement topic, Energy Conservation/Education.  Robert will work with the West Allis School District to develop this session.  Body of Knowledge, professional development session, will be considered for a future meeting.  Bill will discuss with WAPP to see if this is something they would include in their quarterly meetings, looking for continuity.  Peggy will contact Dale DeNamur and Laura Forbes one more time to request their participation in the presentations from the National Forum.  Cheryl Oliva has offered to present a session on the City of Milwaukee, Special Purchasing Requirements.  This session will lead into the Common Solutions session, which Cheryl will facilitate.  It was decided members should submit discussion topics for the common solutions session.  Topics will be submitted to Peggy Watson.  Peggy will be the clearinghouse and will forward the topics to Cheryl.  Peggy will update the agenda draft as discussed.  Robert Barwick presented a list of topics that will be included in the upcoming Tipps Symposium.  These are topics we can consider for future meetings.  Topics:  Wellness Program; Next Generation P-Cards; Relationship with IT; Successful ERPs; Emergency Management Plan.

Strategic Planning:  Planning Committee will work on this after the annual meeting.  Status of video will be determined after strategic planning.

Brochure Update:  No update.

New Business/Other Topics:  The webinar “Case Studies” is scheduled for January 24, 2008.  The City of Milwaukee may be interested in hosting this webinar.
