Bid Reports/Updates

V.A.L.U.E. Contracts Listing:

Karen Bollinger led the discussion on the Contract Listing spreadsheet with the group.  Waukesha County is the lead agency for batteries.  Commitment forms are due 2/22.  The lead agency for copy paper is the School District of Waukesha, Laurie Dudley.  Commitment forms are due 2/18.  Keep in mind that if you commit to this bid, it is important not switch to a different source of supply after award.  HVAC filters may be taken over by Ed Nelson, MPS.  Current contract expires 4/08.  The paper/janitorial products pricing has been extended until 11/08.  Due to lack of participation, there will be no V.A.L.U.E. bid in the future.  Complete Shredding Solutions has agreed to extend their pricing for shredding through 2/11/09.

Dawn Gurda advised that Milwaukee County has a contract with Cleanrite for janitorial products.  Yes, V.A.L.U.E. members can piggyback off this contract. 

Cell phones are accepted by Cascade Asset Management but follow the regular recycle rates of $.24 per pound.  Waukesha donates their used cell phones to a women’s center.

Ideas for new bid opportunities:

Suggestions for future V.A.L.U.E. bids:

Automotive parts/supplies – West Allis has a contract that bypasses the middleman but minimum orders are required.  The vendor may allow piggybacking.  Call Robert if you are interested.

Ballot printing - Milwaukee County bid this out and is checking for piggyback language.

Cold patch – Milwaukee County did a bid for cold patch but they have an odd size.  They will do a V.A.L.U.E. bid if anyone interested.
