General:  It is the intent of this specification to describe the minimum requirements for blanket purchase order agreements for gasoline/diesel fuel.  All items, services or features not specifically mentioned which are regularly furnished in order to provide those items described in the Invitation to Bid shall be furnished at the bid price and shall conform in quality to that usually provided by the practice indicated in the Invitation to Bid.

Bid Modifications:  The Waukesha County Purchasing Division has the sole authority for the modification of this specification and/or bid.  Information provided verbally by any participating agency and/or County official shall not be considered binding or relevant.

Award Authority:  The Waukesha County Purchasing Division, on behalf of V.A.L.U.E.’s Participating Agencies, will be the sole judge of the quality and suitability of the equipment, materials and/or services offered in its determination of the successful bidder.  We reserve the right to award on either group (1 or 2) to lowest responsible, responsive bidder who complies with the specifications and can meet the delivery requirements.  Where applicable, vendors are cautioned to submit prices for each item in any group bid in the event that award is made by group.  Failure to do so will disqualify the bidder from award on that group. Exception:  Bio-Diesel fuel for delivery in both tank and transport will be awarded in total to one vendor and will not be included in the analysis of Groups 1 thru 4.

Non-appropriation Clause:  Continuation of this agreement beyond 12/31 of any year is contingent upon appropriation of funds by the governing body of the participating agencies.

Pricing:  Pricing for delivery and markup over OPIS must be firm for the term of the two-year contract, 8/1/07 thru 7/31/09.  This agreement may be extended by mutual consent for three additional one-year periods with all terms and conditions remaining the same.

NOTE TO V.A.L.U.E. MEMBERS – RIGHT NOW WE ARE NOT SURE HOW WE WILL BE ASKING FOR PRICING AS WE ARE DOING ADDITIONAL MARKET RESEARCH TO ASSURE WE DO WHAT’S BEST FOR ALL.

Note:  Exact quantities cannot not be determined, however, we have provided a list of all agencies participating, along with their annual estimated by volume by product and type of delivery.  Quantities listed may be increased or decreased to meet the requirements of the VALUE participating agencies during the period of this contract.  A minimum is not guaranteed.
Order Placement/Payment:  Purchase Orders will be issued by each participating agency as a result of this bid will be for material to be delivered on an as‑needed basis.  The vendor's obligation to deliver on such purchase orders shall not take effect until the purchase orders are issued.  Successful vendors are cautioned not to deliver any materials unless they have received the actual purchase order.

The vendor's staff will not issue any products to anyone other than authorized, designated participating agencies.

All receipts for products shall have the printed name, signature and department name of the authorized/designated personnel receiving the items.  Vendor's failure to obtain information shall result in non‑payment by the participating agency for that purchase.  Exception:  When delivering after-hours, signature will not be required, however, vendor shall leave product delivery documentation at the site.
Cancellation:  Waukesha County and/or the participating agency reserves the right to cancel this contract upon thirty days written notice if vendor deviates from the requirements of this bid/specification.

General Requirements:  Bidders must maintain an adequate inventory to provide delivery within 24 hours (4 hours in emergency situations (snowstorms, extreme cold, etc.) of request.  The County reserves the right to inspect bidder's facility, prior to award, to determine if bidder has appropriate inventory.

Auditor Access:  The Participating Agency reserves the right to audit the successful vendor's records upon reasonable notice and request throughout the term of the contract and up to three years after termination.  The Contractor shall, upon request, provide access to and furnish the auditors with requested information, records and reports regarding powers, duties, activities, organization, property, financial transactions, methods of operation, or any and all other records, reports or information in their custody.  The auditors shall have access to reasonable staff time as may be required for the performance of his or her duties.

Any information provided to the auditors which is deemed confidential by Federal, State or local laws shall be held as confidential and not disclosed to the public.

Invoicing:   The County’s normal payment terms are Net 30.   Vendors who wish to quote a discount for early payment may do so by noting the discount in the Payment Terms on Page 1 of the Invitation to bid; for example - 1%/10 days = a 1% discount.  Discounts will not be taken into consideration for purposes of award.

Waukesha County's Responsibilities: Participating Agencies will be notified by the Waukesha County Purchasing Division of award(s) and will be provided with the vendor's name, contact, the applicable pricing and the guidelines for the contract.

Payment will be made within thirty days after receipt and acceptance of merchandise, and receipt of a properly documented invoice.  Note: To avoid delays in payment, vendors should be sure to mail the invoice to the "Bill to" location as noted on the Purchase Order.  The Purchase Order number must be reflected on the invoice and you may not bill for more than one purchase order per invoice.

Successful Bidder Responsibilities:  The successful bidder shall not deliver until such time as a purchase order is received.

All invoices are to be mailed to the address shown on the Purchase Order.  Failure to do so may result in delay of payment.

The successful bidder will release orders only up to the dollar limit of the purchase order and for the period shown on the purchase order.  Delivery of product may occur following purchase order expiration as long as the order was placed prior to the expiration date.

Technical Requirements:  Supply all information requested. Initial each section to verify that specifications are met.   All exceptions or equivalencies must be fully explained  or documented.
